1 tutorial to setup a Mohid_NET project
1.1 Step by Step
· If you have any previous version of Mohid_NET (also known as Mohid_GUI) installed in your computer, it is strongly advised to remove it; See important note at the end of this file.
· Define Microsoft Visual Source Safe 6.0 as your default source control provider. If you have Microsoft SourceOffSite as your source control provider, open it and go to menu Tools…, Options…. Uncheck “Make SourceOffSite your defaulf SCC Provider”(Figure 1);

· Open Microsoft Visual Studio .NET;
· Go to menu “File...”, “Source Control…”, “Open From Source Control…”;
· Introduce your username and password if asked; Select Mohid_Net in DataBase TextBox; 
· Select a folder where the project will be placed (e.g. D:\Projects);
· Complete the path with Mohid_NET (e.g. D:\Projects\ Mohid_NET) (Figure 2);

· Select “Yes All” whenever prompted to create a new folder.
· Wait for all files to be downloaded from source control.

· Open Microsoft Visual Source Safe 6.0 Database project Mohid_NET and select Lib folder. Right-click with mouse and perform “Get Latest Version”, including subfolders. A folder named “Lib” and a subfolder named “Include” are created in same folder where you had previously placed the source code (e.g. “D:\Projects\Mohid_NET\Lib”).

· Return to the Microsoft Visual Studio .NET and go to menu Build..., Build Solution. This will perform a first build attempt of the entire solution. 

· Perform previous operations for both Debug and Release (Figure 3) configurations.

· Go to the Windows Explorer, to the “…\Mohid_NET\Lib” folder and copy the files “hdf5dll.dll”, “hdf5_cppdll.dll”,  “szlibdll.dll” and “zlib1.dll” to the “c:\windows\system” folder.
· Return to the Microsoft Visual Studio .NET and go to menu Build..., Build Solution both Debug and Release configurations. The entire solution will be compiled and it will be OK to start developing.
1.2 Please keep in mind

· If you wish to develop code in the Mohid_NET project, use always as source code control software Microsoft Visual Source Safe 6.0. Do NOT use Microsoft SourceOffSite as it has not been tested yet. If you are outside I.S.T. please use a V.P.N. connection to connect to “Einstein” server.

· Always use Microsoft Visual Studio .NET to perform “check-in”, “check-out” and “Get Latest Version”.

· Previous experiences have shown that Mohid_NET source code organization is difficult due to the high number of files involved, the use of different programming languages and different inter-communicating projects. If you are not sure of the consequences of changing or adding code to this project, please contact one of your colleagues and discuss with him the possible implications of your changes.
1.3 Important Note 

Note that has you install this project and having previously removed the Mohid GUI installation, you have discarded some programs that run behind Mohid GUI and Mohid GIS. Mohid_NET project contains the following executables: Mohid GUI, Mohid GIS, Mohid Time Series Editor, Mohid Time Series Creator and Mohid Tidal Gauge Charts. Be sure to redirect the programs path in “Options” window in Mohid GUI (Figure 4).

Mohid Scheduler is now part of “Other Tools” Source Safe Database. All other executables (including Fortran programs) can be found also “Other Tools” Source Safe Database, in the Mohid Installer project.
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
